COMPLEMENTARY READING                              2 Corinthians 4:5-15 

5 For we do not proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as 
Lord and ourselves as your slaves for Jesus’s sake. 6 For it is the 
God who said, “Light will shine out of darkness,” who has shone in 
our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in 
the face of Christ. 

7 But we have this treasure in clay jars, so that it may be made 
clear that this extraordinary power belongs to God and does not 
come from us. 8 We are afflicted in every way but not crushed, 
perplexed but not driven to despair, 9 persecuted but not 
forsaken, struck down but not destroyed, 10 always carrying 
around in the body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus 
may also be made visible in our bodies. 11 For we who are living 
are always being handed over to death for Jesus’s sake, so that 
the life of Jesus may also be made visible in our mortal flesh. 12 So 
death is at work in us but life in you. 

13 But just as we have the same spirit of faith that is in accordance 
with scripture—“I believed, and so I spoke”—we also believe, and 
therefore we also speak, 14 because we know that the one who 
raised Jesus will also raise us with Jesus and will present us with 
you in his presence. 15 Indeed, everything is for your sake, so that 
grace, when it has extended to more and more people, may 
increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God. 

READING                                                                              1 John 1:1-10 

We declare to you what was from the beginning, what we have 
heard, what we have seen with our eyes, what we have looked at 
and touched with our hands, concerning the word of life— 2 this 
life was revealed, and we have seen it and testify to it and declare 
to you the eternal life that was with the Father and was revealed 
to us—  



 

3 what we have seen and heard we also declare to you so that you 
also may have fellowship with us, and truly our fellowship is with 
the Father and with his Son Jesus Christ. 4 We are writing these 
things so that our joy may be complete. 

5 This is the message we have heard from him and proclaim to 
you, that God is light and in him there is no darkness at all. 6 If we 
say that we have fellowship with him while we are walking in 
darkness, we lie and do not do what is true; 7 but if we walk in the 
light as he himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one 
another, and the blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin. 8 If 
we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is 
not in us. 9 If we confess our sins, he who is faithful and just will 
forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 10 If 
we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word 
is not in us.
