COMPLEMENTARY READING                                     Luke 22:14-20 

14 When the hour came, [Jesus] took his place at the table, and the 
apostles with him. 15 He said to them, “I have eagerly desired to 
eat this Passover with you before I suffer, 16 for I tell you, I will not 
eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 17 Then he took a 
cup, and after giving thanks he said, “Take this and divide it 



 

among yourselves, 18 for I tell you that from now on I will not drink 
of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” 19 Then 
he took a loaf of bread, and when he had given thanks he broke it 
and gave it to them, saying, “This is my body, which is given for 
you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 20 And he did the same with 
the cup after supper, saying, “This cup that is poured out for you 
is the new covenant in my blood. 

READING                                                 Jeremiah 31:31-34; 36:1-3 

31:31 The days are surely coming, says the LORD, when I will make a 
new covenant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah. 32 

It will not be like the covenant that I made with their ancestors 
when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of 
Egypt—a covenant that they broke, though I was their husband, 
says the LORD. 33 But this is the covenant that I will make with the 
house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put my law 
within them, and I will write it on their hearts, and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people. 34 No longer shall they teach 
one another or say to each other, “Know the LORD,” for they shall 
all know me, from the least of them to the greatest, says the LORD, 
for I will forgive their iniquity and remember their sin no more. 

36:1-3 In the fourth year of King Jehoiakim son of Josiah of Judah, 
this word came to Jeremiah from the LORD: 2 Take a scroll and 
write on it all the words that I have spoken to you against Israel 
and Judah and all the nations, from the day I spoke to you, from 
the days of Josiah until today. 3 It may be that, when the house of 
Judah hears of all the disasters that I intend to do to them, all of 
them may turn from their evil ways, so that I may forgive their 
iniquity and their sin.
